Whereas Telecom Network, Inc. (Telecom Network) is engaged in providing private mobile radio service as authorized by the Federal Communications Commission and, as such, shall own, operate and maintain the repeater at the location given on the reverse side hereof and is willing to contract for the provision of said service, and

Whereas Customer identified on the reverse side has or will receive an appropriate license from the Federal Communications Commission, wishes to obtain the service provided by Telecom Network, and acknowledges that Telecom Network has no legal obligation to provide such service except as provided by the Agreement.

Now, therefore, Telecom Network and Customer agree as follows:

I.
Charges: Customer agrees to pay for the service provided by Telecom Network according to the terms indicated on the reverse side hereof, including the Term of this Agreement, the user Charge Amount, the Time of Payment, and more. Initial Hook Up Fee is to be submitted with the signed agreement before service is installed. No user fee will be due until billing starts. Billing will commence on the first day of service.

2.
Automatic Renewal; Change of User Charge:  After the term indicated, this Agreement shall continue for the same term and shall do so successively unless either party gives the other written notice of its intent to terminate this Agreement thirty (30) days prior to the end of any term. Telecom Network may increase the user charges prospectively at any time, provided Telecom Network gives Customer sixty (60) days written notice stating the effective date and the new user charge amount. Customer may terminate this Agreement after receipt of such notice by giving Telecom Network written notice thirty (30) days prior to the effective date of such new user charge amount. In the event Telecom Network's underlying antenna site lease terminates, Telecom Network reserves the right to fulfill its obligations hereunder by providing space on an antenna site offering comparable coverage or by terminating this Agreement.

3.
Assign; Subcontract: This Agreement is a privilege for the personal benefit of Customer and may not be assigned in whole or in part by Customer to any other person. Telecom Network reserves the right to subcontract any of its obligations hereunder.

4.
Additional Units: If Customer is not in default, then at any time during the term of this Agreement or any renewal period hereof, service will be provided for additional units ordered by Customer. The user charge will increase accordingly.

5.
Covenants of Customer: Client agrees to (a) observe and abide by all applicable statutes, laws, ordinances, rules and regulations, including but not limited to those of the Federal Communications Commission; and (b) operate the equipment so as not to cause undue interference with any other Customers using the repeater identified on the reverse side.

6.
Coverage:  Customer acknowledges 100 percent coverage of any area at all times is improbable. Experience with actual field conditions and from tests made indicate adverse propagation conditions, such as short term unpredictable meteorological effects and sky wave interference from distant stations, can interrupt service at times. Other causes beyond reasonable control of Telecom Network are motor ignition, and other electrical noise that could be minimized by corrective devices at Customer's expense. Satisfactory communication performance is generally viewed as intelligible reception over rolling terrain approximately 90 percent of the time. Any surveys, if provided, are to indicate general parameters of expected coverage, subject to previous mentioned conditions, and are not binding as an exact representation of coverage.

7.
Default and Remedies: Time is of the essence of this Agreement. If Customer fails to make any payment of any sum due to or fails to perform as required by any other provision hereunder, and continues in such failure for fifteen (15) days after written notice has been sent by Telecom Network to Customer, then Customer shall be deemed in default under this Agreement.

In the event of default, Telecom Network may retain all payments made hereunder, may deny Customer any service provided by the repeater identified on the reverse side hereof, and may impose a finance charge for delayed payment and a charge for reconnect expenses in the same amount stated as the initial hook~up charge on the reverse side. Each and all of the rights and remedies of Telecom Network hereunder are cumulative to and not in lieu of each and every other such right and remedy and every right and remedy afforded by law.

8.
Liability; Indemnification; Interruption of Service; Force Majeure: Except for its own acts, Telecom Network shall not be liable to Customer or any other person for any loss or damage, regardless of cause. Telecom Network does not assume and shall have no liability under this Agreement for failure to provide, or delay in providing service due directly or indirectly to causes beyond the control and without the fault of negligence of Telecom Network or its subcontractors, including, but not restricted to, acts of God, of governmental entities, or of the public enemy, strikes, or unusually severe weather conditions.

Customer's sole remedy for any such failure or delay shall be limited to a pro rata allowance based on the user charge for the time such failure or delay is attributable to the fault of Telecom Network or its subcontractors. Customer agrees, however, that no allowance will be given if such single failure or delay does not exceed 48 hours.

IN NO EVENT SHALL TELECOM NETWORK BE LIABLE FOR INCIDENTAL OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES.

Customer will indemnity and hold Telecom Network harmless from any loss, damage or liability, consequential or otherwise, occasioned by, growing out or arising from any act or failure to act by Customer, its agents or employees.

9.
Amendment: No revision of this Agreement shall be valid unless made in writing and signed by an officer of Telecom Network and an authorized agent of Customer.

   10.
Entire Agreement: This agreement constitutes the entire agreement of the parties and shall supersede all prior offers, negotiations and agreements.

II.
Waiver: Failure or delay on the part of Telecom Network or Customer to exercise any right, remedy, power or privilege hereunder shall not operate as a waiver thereof. A waiver, to be effective, must be in writing and signed by the party making the waiver. A written waiver of a default shall not operate as a waiver of any other default or of the same type default or of the same type default on a future occasion.

12.
Severability: If any provision of this Agreement or the application thereof to any person or circumstance shall, at any time or to any extent, be invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement shall not be affected thereby.

13.
Governing Law: The laws of the State wherein the repeater is located shall govern the construction and enforcement of this Agreement.

14.
Expenses of Enforcement: If Customer is in default, Customer shall pay to Telecom Network all costs and expenses, including court costs and reasonable attorneys' fees, incurred by Telecom Network in exercising any of its rights or remedies hereunder or enforcing any of the provisions hereof.

15.
Headings: The headings used herein are solely for the purposes of reference.

16.
Notice: Any notice or demand required or permitted to be given or made hereunder shall be given or made by certified or registered mail or Western Union mail-gram to the addresses given on the reverse side, Telecom Network or Customer may from time to time designate any other address for this purpose by written notice to the other party.
